Setting up a Report.

This file describes how one can set up a custom report that will allow for the printing of an inbound document. An example is presented using the 852 as a model. 

The 852 document is used for reporting sales and inventory activity. There is no process within MXP to capture this document. Also, in some cases it may not be sent frequently so printing the document represents the best way to look at the data being sent. The data must be loaded into the holder file for printing. One solution would be to print the document directly from the holder file, but the resulting output from a small file is too large and fragmented to have any value. 

The report generator provided within the EDI module is a better solution.

The following steps will describe how to set up the document for printing:

Step 1:

Set up the partner relationship and ensure that the 852 document is set to receive = yes in the transaction set section of the partner profile.

Step 2:

Make sure that you have loaded the 852 definitions for the standard you are using. These definitions can be downloaded from our web site.  Once downloaded they must be applied as per the instructions in the how to guide (also on our web site). If the definition for your document and/or standard is not there please let us know and we will be glad to upload it for you.

 Step 3: 

Copy the standard map to the partner specific map using the Segment to Override copy.

Step 4:

Examine the EDI data to determine how you want it presented. For example if you want to print the meaning of a qualifier instead of the qualifier itself, you will want to set up a formula to handle the conversion. Set up the formula for the elements you want to convert the same way you would for any mapping. The report generator has a facility to apply the formula before printing the data, our example below will illustrate this. In our sample data the requirement will to change the qualifier into a sentence that means something to the person reading the report.  So, from our data:

ZA*QA*****DP*860

The qualifier QA must be translated to “On Hand Inventory”

Other qualifiers that must be translated (refer back to the data above) are:

QO = Out of Stock

QP = Quantity on order

QS = Quantity sold

The formula to accomplish this is: (from the segment override list)

Note that we have mapped the field to order.ship-no. The element must be mapped so that the formula can be executed. You can map the element to any field.

When the report is run this formula will be applied and the element will be converted before printing.

Step 5:

Set up the report using the Report Maintenance function (EDI 3 15). Use the values below for our example. Call the report 8523020.

Notice that we combined the contents of 3 elements into one line and that the labels only occur once and are on top.
