MR60 Maintenance Release

A) Installation of CD:

NB:Install MR60 on a test database first.

Step 1: Copy CP060.exe to the directory in which you normally store patches    

        (c:\temp or c:\windows\temp, depending on the version of windows you are running)

Step 2: Execute the file as you would any other patch.

Step 3: Examine the log and fax it to us. If you find any major errors, please wait for   

            us to contact you before doing any other work.

B) Client Setup:

Once you have installed the CD, please do the following:

Step 1: Log into the payroll module from the MAIS menu icon. 

       Click on the GTR menu option.

 NB: The first time you do this should produce the following error:

         “Btn clear…” error due to the size of frame and buttons.

 You need to re-compile 2 directories: m:\gtrprodtest(live)\gtrmenu and   

 m:\gtrprodtest(live)\comm. Also compile the program that controls the new terminal fonts: m:\gtrprodtest(live)\pa\terminal.w
              After you do this, log out and log back in; the error message should be   

              gone.

You will now notice that the menuing structure looks completely different. Although you may take a little time to get used to things, please keep in mind that the payroll flow is the same and most of the modules are found under the same menus as before. We are confident that once you become familiar with the new look, you will find the payroll much more efficient and user friendly!

Your new menu looks like this:
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Step 2: Select the function: Company Logon and log into your payroll company. 

            This is a first time user set up and will not be necessary in the future unless you 

            log out.

Step 3: Go to the P/Y or C/P menu and select: Logon Payroll System function.

            Log into the payroll, as you would have in the old menuing structure. 

            You will notice the screen has been modified to include an extra button - “View     

             Interim”. This is used to view all interim patches applied to date.

Step 4: Now go to the Settings menu and select: Company\Department Maintenance: 

            State/Prov maintenance needs to be set up.

            Also, please indicate a fax number (if none is used, enter all zero’s or 9’s)

           Please note that the Company\Department Maintenance has been moved from the   

          P/Y-C/P Maintenance menu and that the two original maintenance functions have 

          been combined into one.

C): Verification of installation 
Step 1: Using Windows Explorer, verify that the m:\Gtrprodtest(live) directory  

             exists.

Step 2: The M:\Gtrprodtest(live)\template\script\ directory should contain the 

              following:

· MaisCopyLive2Test.exe: these are the scripts that copy the payroll (databases and programs) from the Live environment to the Test environment

· You need to copy this over to the server and execute from there (preferably the c:\temp)

· cclscripts.zip: this is a Concord file that we have been asked to distribute. You need to call Concord for further instructions

Step 3: Go to the Settings Menu and select: System table/value maintenance 
 
        Here you need to check the following:

- Group: System

· Table Name: GtrProd

· ConcRunDir: M:\test(live)

· This is the MAIS source

· GtrProdInst: M:\gtrprodtest(live)

· This is where the payroll is

· PayRunDir: C:\gtrprodtest(live)

· Run time directory of the menu session

· Table Name: PrintService (if you can’t find it, look under group: *, if there, then please change the group to System

· Default: M:\gtrprodtest(live)

· Table Name: Print Option

· DfltArchLoc: M:\grtprodtest(live)\archive

Step 4: Verify that your safari scripts will run under the new menu as follows:

- Through Windows Explorer, read the following files:   

             m:\gtrprodtest(live)\pa\rpwrpt\RpwNT.bat  &

                                    Rpw9x.bat

                        - Verify that the proper directories are indicated.

Now go ahead and run a test payroll. Try out all of our new features and enhancements.

Once you are happy with the results, make a backup of your live environment and install MR60 using these same instructions.

 NB: YOU MUST DO A COMPLETE BACKUP OF LIVE AND VERIFY THAT IT IS
GOOD IN CASE THERE IS A POWER FAILURE AND THE SYSTEM CRASHES DURING YOUR INSTALLATION OF MR60.
